VET stands for Vocational Education and Training.

VET is a study option for senior students undertaken as part of
the VCE or VCE/Vocational Major (VM) Programme, which
offers a variety of courses across a diverse range of job sectors.

COURSE STRUCTURE

VET courses are selected by students as a subject preference during the subject selection
period and are studied all year.

VET courses are studied as a sequence of study modules called Units of Competency. Each
unit of competency describes:

2 a specific task required by an employee in the workplace

% the standard at which an employee is required to perform the task

2 the evidence of competency required during assessment

2 the conditions under which assessment is conducted,

Students undertake VET in one of the following ways:

TIMETABLED CLASSES
VET lessons are scheduled into the student’s timetable along with other subjects.

Timetabled classes are delivered on campus.

ALL DAY WEDNESDAY

Students attend VET class only one day per week, for the whole day (Wednesday). Some
of these courses are delivered off campus.
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COMPETENCY-BASED ASSESSMENT

Unlike other subjects, VET is competency-based. This means, rather than being
compared against other students, student assessment requires a demonstration of
comprehension and skill proficiency in each specific learning outcome (Unit of
Competency) based on standards set by the particular industry.

Upon assessment, students are deemed to be '‘competent’ or 'not yet competent’. To
be assessed as competent, you must show a consistent application of skills and
knowledge to the standard required in the workplace. To make sure you are ready for
the workplace, assessments take place in a real or simulated workplace environment.

VET teachers at Notre Dame College are experts in their respective fields and are |
registered to deem a student competent in their chosen course. .



DRESS CODE

Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) is
clothing or equipment designed to be
worn by someone fo protect them from
the risks and hazards. These risks and
hazards may be present in the fraining
space and PPE is worn to protect not
only the individual but the whole group.

Additional protective gear, such as
safety glasses or gloves, may be needed
in addition to the current uniform and

PPE requirements. Students are
expected to comply with all PPE

requirements while undertaking VET.

BEHAVIOUR

/\ All students in trade areas are required to complete a safety agreement prior to
commencement of a VET course.

Any students found to be behaving in an unsafe manner that could harm themselves or
others in the learning environment will be removed from classes immediately. Students
will then need to have a meeting with the VET Leader and may be placed ona
behaviour contract to continue participating in the course.

All equipment, materials, supplies and foodstuffs are the property of Notre Dame
College. Any student caught damaging, defacing or stealing will be sent immediately to
Time Out and will have a meeting with their Head of House for disciplinary action.

The proper care and handling of animails is critically important in developing
high-quality farming practice. Notre Dame College has zero tolerance to animal cruelty.
Any person found to be treating animals in an unacceptable manner at the Growing
Hope Farm at Emmmaus will be removed from the course immediately.

ATTENDANCE

& All students participating in a VET course are expected to have an 80%
attendance rate both internally and externally.

VET is competency-based and assessed by collecting evidence and making judgements
on whether a competency has been achieved. A requirement is to confirm that an
individual can perform to the standard expected in the workplace, as specified in a
training package or a VET-accredited course. If students drop below the required 80%
attendance, they will be at risk of not completing their chosen course.



ASSESSMENT

Assessments are conducted throughout your VET course. You need to satisfactorily
complete all assessment tasks. Assessments could be a range of methods such as
practical demonstration, multiple choice, short answer questions, case studies,
portfolios or a project.

© If you miss an assessment, it is your responsibility to contact your frainer
and arrange another opportunity to gain competency.

To complete an assessment task satisfactorily, you must:
@ Perform all tasks to the required standards
@ Answer questions using your own words
@ Address all the questions

@ Not copy anyone else's work.

Submitting Assessments
All assessment tasks must be submitted by the due date, which should be no later

than two weeks after the end of a unit.
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REASONABLE ADJUSTMENT

Reasonable adjustment is a process in which the trainer in a course can make changes
to the way that a unit is assessed. This is based purely on the individual student and is
completed in conjunction with the VET leader. This process enables students to
complete an assessment in a way that is more suited to their learning style.

Assessment Attempts

If you are assessed as Not Yet Competent (NC), you will be given either oral or written
feedback on the areas that need to be improved and resubmitted. A final result (NC)
will be given to students who are unable to demonstrate competency after two
unsuccessful attempts.
