Action Areas

Facilities and Operations
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Implement energy and water conservation measures.

Apply sustainability principles in new building projects.

Ensure outdoor landscaping supports biodiversity and habitat expansion.

Teaching and Learning

education.

Encourage critical thinking and problem-solving skills related to
environmental challenges.

Offer professional development for staff to enhance their capacity to integrate
sustainability into teaching and daily practices.

Community Engagement

and contractors.

Organise events and activities that raise awareness about environmental
issues.

Communicate sustainability policies, initiatives, and achievements regularly.
Collaborate with external organisations to share best practices and access
additional resources.
